The logo was created and trademarked by the Virginia Sesquicentennial of the American Civil War Commission, which reserves all rights to its use. The Commission may grant limited and nonexclusive license for noncommercial use of the logo to a local sesquicentennial committee, government agency, or private nonprofit entity. Such committee, agency, or entity may not assign the Commission’s logo to any third party. 

Express permission of the Commission must be obtained before the logo is affixed to any project or electronic or print media, or associated with any event. An individual application must be made for each proposed use of the logo. Commission staff will notify the local committee or private/nonprofit entity when the application is approved and assign the logo.If there is any doubt about whether a specific use is authorized, please discontinue use of the logo and contact the Commission. 
The applicant is responsible for ensuring that the logo is used in a manner that strictly adheres to the Commission’s goals, as follows:

Diversity:  The commemoration will be inclusive of, and meaningful to, all Virginians, including diverse racial and ethnic groups.

Inclusiveness:  The commemoration will seek to portray a balanced story of Virginia’s participation in the American Civil War that encompasses many perspectives, including African-American, Union, and Confederate perspectives.

Statewide Accessibility:  The commemoration will be statewide, involving all localities and encompassing all Civil War-related institutions, museums, battlefields, parks, and facilities.

Education:  The commemoration will include a strong education component designed to inspire an interest in Virginia history.

Permanence:  The commemoration will imprint Virginia history and leave a positive and rich legacy well beyond 2015.

Logo Usage and Assignment Policy


Background
The Virginia Sesquicentennial of the American Civil War Commission created and trademarked a logo for its use in promotion of the Civil War Sesquicentennial. All rights of logo usage are reserved for the Commission unless expressly granted otherwise. Any local sesquicentennial committee, museum, historical site, or educational institution that wishes to be identified with the Commission and furthers its goals of diversity, inclusiveness, accessibility, education, and permanence may apply for specific uses of the logo.

Requirements
1. Certain events or activities shall not receive the endorsement, explicit or implicit, of the Commission, and the logo shall not be affiliated with such events or activities, which include but shall not be limited to the following:

Any event or activity sponsored by a fraternal, political, advocacy, or heritage group; any battle reenactment; any commercial product, publication, or production, other than those sponsored by the Commission; historical fiction or nondocumentary theater or film productions; events or activities deemed to be celebratory in nature (as compared to commemorative) or whose historical accuracy is called into question by the Commission.

2. The Application to Affix Logo must be completed for every logo assignment, even if the local committee is attaching it to one of its own events, and sent to the Commission office for approval. The application must be filled out completely and a draft, proof, copy, or mock-up of material to which logo is to be affixed must accompany the application.

3. The local committee may vet the application and endorse it or not, after evaluating whether the particular use of the logo is compatible with the Commission's goals of diversity, inclusiveness, education, and access. The committee will either endorse the application or withhold its endorsement and so notify the applicant and the Commission.

4. The Executive Director may grant provisional authorization for use of the logo. The Executive Committee will make the final decision to grant or deny requests for use of the logo at its regularly scheduled meetings. Applicants may be asked to provide information to the Executive Committee or to answer questions about proposed use of the logo. Commission staff will notify the local committee or private/nonprofit entity when the application is approved and assign the logo.
